TRI - COUNTY SOCCER LEAGUE

BYLAWS

ARTICLE I:
The Executive Officers shall be elected by ballot at the TCSL Annual General Meeting. They shall hold office for one (1) year and are eligible for re-election.

SECTION 1: 
When more than two (2) candidates have been nominated for an Executive office the winner shall be declared to be the one who receives the majority of the ballots cast. In the event that no candidate receives a simple majority vote, a runoff will be held between the two (2) candidates receiving the highest number of ballots cast.

ARTICLE II
The President shall preside at all meetings of this League except during the election of Executive Officers at the Annual General Meeting. He/she shall be an ex-officio member of all committees and shall appoint all members to committees not required to be elected. He/she shall only cast the deciding vote at Executive Committee meetings. The President may countersign checks.

ARTICLE III
The Vice-President shall succeed to all powers and privileges of the office of President in the absence of the President. He/she shall be entitled to vote at Executive Committee meetings. He/she will be Chairman and responsible for the convening of the Trial Boards under the terms of Article XXIV in the Bylaws. The Vice President may countersign checks.

ARTICLE IV
The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings; shall attend to all correspondence; give notification of all meetings; keep records and have charge of property owned or leased by this League, except the finances. The Secretary may countersign checks. He/she is entitled to vote at Executive Committee meetings. The Secretary must provide a list of managers of all teams in the League for each club and/or team.

ARTICLE V
The Treasurer shall have charge of all finances of this League and shall report on the condition of same at the monthly Executive Committee meetings and at the request of the President. The Treasurer shall submit a full report at the TCSL Annual General Meeting of the financial transactions of the TCSL for the season and the balance on hand. This report and all accompanying bank statements and books of record through May shall be turned over to the Auditing Committee. He/she shall sign all checks which must be countersigned by the President, the Secretary or the Vice-President. The Treasurer shall be bonded to the extent decided upon by the Executive Committee. He shall be entitled to vote at Executive Committee meetings.

ARTICLE VI
The Director of Scheduling shall be responsible for the scheduling of all TCSL sanctioned games. He/she shall be responsible for the issuing of monthly League schedules to each team. He/she shall be entitled to vote at Executive Committee meetings. The Scheduler, or said delegate, will provide standings of the League to each team on a monthly basis. These standings are to be made available at the monthly meeting of the TCSL.

ARTICLE VII
The Webmaster shall be responsible for ensuring that the league website is maintained and kept up to date as appropriate. The Webmaster’s duty shall include, but is not limited to, posting the league schedule, tracking match results and ensuring team contacts/fields are up to date.  

ARTICLE VIII 
Duly appointed team Delegates or their Alternates shall assist the Executive Officers in any manner deemed necessary by a majority of the Executive Officers. These Delegates shall have full authority to seek advice, decisions, information, and to submit such inquiries deemed necessary by their respective teams. Each team Delegate, and in his/her absence his/her Alternate, shall be entitled to vote at all Executive Committee meetings provided his/her team is in good standing.

ARTICLE IX
The Executive Officers of the TCSL shall constitute an emergency committee to represent this League on matters demanding immediate attention where it may be impractical or unnecessary to call an Executive Committee meeting.

ARTICLE X
Special Executive Committee meetings of the TCSL may be called by the Secretary of the TCSL by the order of the President or upon request of ten (10) or more members in good standing of the Executive Committee of this League.

ARTICLE XI
Application for membership in the TCSL must be accompanied by all fees imposed by this League, and said fees shall be refunded if the applicant is not admitted to membership. All applicants must list the names and post office addresses of its officers, headquarters, ground, and team colors.

SECTION A: 
Teams affiliated with this League may not be registered with any other League. Teams violating this Bylaw will be automatically dismissed from this League and forfeit their bond.

ARTICLE XII
Each team upon acceptance as a member of this League by the Executive Committee shall be furnished with a copy of the TCSL Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations, and this shall be deemed sufficient notice of their rights and liabilities towards the TCSL. It is the team manager's responsibility to ensure all members of his team are made aware of the contents of said Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations.

ARTICLE XIII 
The resignation of a member team shall not be accepted unless the resigning team is in good standing with the League.

ARTICLE XIV
Each affiliated team shall be entitled to be represented at the Executive Committee meetings by one (1) Delegate and one (1) Alternate with the right to cast one (1) vote per team.

SECTION A: 
Each affiliated team shall be entitled to be represented at the Annual General Meeting by one (1) Delegate and one (1) Alternate with the right to cast one (1) vote per team.

ARTICLE XV
The Executive Officers of the TCSL shall be entitled to vote at the Annual General Meeting. 

ARTICLE XVI
Voting by written proxy at any TCSL meeting is illegal and prohibited.

ARTICLE XVII 
The Executive Committee shall transact all business of the TCSL. It shall have the power to enforce the Laws of the Game and the Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations of this League. It shall have the power to settle all appeals, and its decisions shall be final. It shall have full power to fill any vacancy arising amongst the Executive Officers. It shall represent the League in all matters of a foreign nature.

ARTICLE XVIII 
The Executive Committee shall elect all standing committees.

ARTICLE XIX
The order of business at Executive Committee meetings shall be:

ARTICLE XX
Quorum:  At Executive Committee meetings, a quorum shall consist of twenty five percent (25%) of all eligible voting members of the Executive Committee, except in financial matters where a quorum of fifty percent (50%) of all eligible voting members is required. At Executive Committee meetings a simple majority of members present (not merely of members voting) shall be required to pass any motion except as described in Article XXI, Article XXVIII and Rule 1.

ARTICLE XXI
All Executive Officers and Trial Board members are subject to removal from office upon proper charges being preferred against them. Charges and documentary evidence supporting such charges must be submitted in writing to the League President, Secretary and Executive Officer/Trial Board member concerned. Only teams in good standing may prefer charges. Such removal must be rendered by a rate of at least two-thirds (2/3) of the members of the Executive Committee present. The entire membership of the Executive Committee must be notified of the meeting at least two weeks in advance, and a minimum of two thirds (2/3) of the members must be present before a vote may be taken on charges.

ARTICLE XXII 
The President of the TCSL has the power to grant guests the privilege of being present at the Executive Committee meetings. Guests may speak at these meetings only if allowed to do so by the President.

ARTICLE XXIII 
The following standing committees shall be elected by the Executive Committee:


Auditing Committee: Three (3) members.


An Auditing Committee shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting to certify the correctness of the accounts of the TCSL for the prior year past. Said written certification shall be provided to the Executive Committee no later than the August Executive Committee meeting.


Rules Committee: Three (3) members


This committee shall deal with all matters concerning the Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations referred to it. The committee shall meet whenever necessary.


TCSL Cup Committee: Three (3) members


This committee shall have charge of all matters concerning the organizing and running of the TCSL Cup. 


Nominating Committee: Three (3) members.


A Nominations Committee shall be appointed by the Executive Committee each year and not later than 30 days prior to the Annual General Meeting. The Nominations Committee shall secure and compile a list of qualified candidates from teams in good standing for TCSL Executive Officers and shall conduct the election of the Executive Officers at the Annual General Meeting and accept additional nominations from the floor.

ARTICLE XXIV 
The Trial Board shall deal with and pass judgment on League matters arising out of misconduct by any team, player, team official, officiating referee, or spectator(s) referred to it by an affiliated team, player, team official, officiating referee or linesman, or on its own initiative. The Trial Board shall also deal with any protest or complaint from any affiliated team.

SECTION A: 
The Trial Board shall consist of at least three (3) or more members. Trial Board members shall not vote on any case involving their team. A Trial Board shall be convened at the discretion of the chair. The Trial Board shall determine suspensions and specify length of suspension. For players suspended the term shall be expressed in games rather than weeks, except in instances which require long term suspensions which shall be date to date. Fines may be levied. Fines need not be paid in advance if a case is under appeal. Such fines under appeal do not prevent a team from otherwise being in good standing.  The Trial Board Chair may designate standard fines for issues which do not require a board to be convened, such as a double yellow in a match, 3 yellows, 5 yellows, etc. All fines shall be paid through the League Vice President.

SECTION B: 
The Trial Board's decisions shall be final unless appealed to the Executive Committee under the provisions of Rule 32.

SECTION C: 
The League Vice President shall act as Chairman of the Trial Board and shall only cast the deciding vote. He/She shall be responsible for maintaining written records of all cases brought before the Trial Board and presenting same to the Executive Officers on request. He/She shall report to the Executive Committee at each monthly meeting on all cases tried and fines levied and collected and will also notify all teams via e-mail after each decision. He/She shall present said fines to the Treasurer at each monthly meeting.

SECTION D:  
Trial Board Members shall be volunteers drawn from all teams not having issues before the Trial Board. 

SECTION E: 
The scope of the Trial Board may extend to all sanctioned and non-sanctioned (friendly) matches played throughout the entire year, both prior to, during and after the scheduled season.

ARTICLE XXV
Amendments to the Constitution and/or Bylaws of the League shall be made only at the Annual General Meeting or at a special Executive Committee meeting called for this specific purpose. Amendments to the Rules and Regulations may be made at the Annual General Meeting or at any Executive Committee meeting, under the provisions of Rule 1.

ARTICLE XXVI 
Any member of the TCSL in good standing may propose a change or amendment to the Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations; however such proposed changes or amendments must be submitted to the Secretary in writing at least thirty (30) days prior to the Annual General Meeting or special committee meeting at which voting on the change is to take place. No changes may be made from the floor.

ARTICLE XXVII 
Each affiliated team shall be given a minimum of fourteen (14) days notification of any proposed change or amendment.

ARTICLE XXVIII 
At the Annual General Meeting a simple majority of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum. A simple majority of the members present will decide on any motion, except proposed changes or amendments to the Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations which shall require a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the members present.

ARTICLE XXIX  
Should this League dissolve, all funds and property remaining after the payment of all legally incurred debts ,including the return of each affiliated team's bond, shall be returned to the teams who are in good standing, in equal amounts.
